2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interests.
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
Mr. Morrison made an enquiry regarding progress on the field where the appeal had been successful to build an agricultural building which was now being used as a storage area. There was a lot of concern amongst neighbouring residents. Mr. Morrison suggested that a letter should be sent to the inspectorate which passed the application on appeal to demonstrate the current property usage. This proposal was accepted by the council. Initially, this option would be suggested to exert pressure on SLDC to seek an acceptable solution to the problem and would be conveyed to District Councillor Mr. Butcher who had been liaising with the planning department. Mrs. Scrogham kindly offered to take photographs of the site. Clerk to send photographs and suggestion to Mr. Butcher.
County Councillor Mrs. Willis reported via email that the funding for the flood rectification on Red Lane near Birkrigg Park was allocated for 2016/17 but was not spent so the work is now scheduled for 2017/2018.  The Park Field resurfacing is scheduled for April with the Trinkeld, Birkrigg Close and Pennington School to the Church resurfacing scheduled for 2018/2019. The Park Avenue footpath resurfacing was scheduled for 2017/2018. Mrs. Willis had also requested the clearing of the drains at Loppergarth.
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District Councillor Mr. Butcher reported via email that the issue of the manure being stored on the Cowran Estate land where the new building is to be erected has been raised with the planning department. Several residents had complained about the pot holes on Main Street, Loppergarth which had received a temporary fix. Mr. Butcher had actioned Councillor Scrogham’s request for the removal of a large deer from the road and was persuing her request for a drain cleaner for Loppergarth. Mr. Butcher also commented that the ‘Lindal Dip’ was causing considerable problems to Loppergarth and Pennington residents and creating issues on Urswick road,  in Swarthmoor and numerous other places with his my main concern being pedestrians and children. Mr. Butcher reported that he had conveyed his concerns to the Police sergeant in Ulverston.
PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish 
consisted of one road traffic collision in Loppergarth with minor damage and one incident of harassment where the parties were known to each other and the offender charged. Highway disruption consisted of one vehicle parked in a manner to cause obstruction which was ticketed, one heavy goods vehicle with a load of hay bales tangled in trees which was freed by a chain saw and twenty sheep on Carley Lane. Crime prevention measures continued with laser/speed awareness sessions on Ulverston Road and Main Road with extra patrols regarding the A590 chaos resulting from the ‘LIndal Dip’ road works. Dog Fouling patrols were carried out with the SLDC Enforcement Officer. Loppergarth was visited following a request for signage. Street cleaning was arranged with regard to dog fouling and littering on the Trinkeld Estate and Main Road. Additional no cold calling signs were erected in the existing zones of Park Avenue, Park Field, Park Side and Willow Court. Funding had been secured for warning signs at Pennington School showing children playing the design for which is to be confirmed.
5.  Lindal

The ‘Lindal Dip’ road works were due to be completed on 24th March 2017. The Holding Direction on the concrete plant planning application would then be reviewed by Highways England.
6.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received
b) Mr. Fockema had inspected the bus shelters and advised that two of them had high levels of rust. The parish council had received confirmation of the adoption of the telephone box outside 64/64B Ulverston Road, Swarthmoor.
7.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received.  
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8.   Parish Website
Details had been received and circulated from CALC detailing the transparency code for smaller authorities with regard to detail available on the parish website. The parish council would be compliant with most of the detail following the approval of the year end accounts and the remainder following the Annual General Meeting.
9.   James Fell Charity

The clerk had received a request from HSBC for detail to comply with anti fraud measures. The clerk felt that the amount of personal identification information requested for the signatories was excessive especially when it was requested that it should be supplied via email. HSBC insisted that non compliance would result in the closure of the James Fell Charity account. The clerk is trying to open a new charity account with the Lloyds bank to be used when the HSBC account is closed.
10. Community Led Plan

Mrs. Scrogham informed the council that a lot of progress had been made on the questionnaire wording at the last meeting. The next meeting was scheduled for the 11th April at the Miners Arms, Swarthmoor.
11.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

The gutters have been cleaned, the wallpaper has been removed from the first floor chimney breast, the lose floor board on the ground floor has been fixed, new hand rails have been fitted on the outside path and the front door has been eased so that it is easier to lock.
12. Highway Repairs

Mrs. Scrogham had reported potholes on Pennington Lane. Mrs. Scrogham was asked to report pot holes and a collapsing bridge on the Loppergarth to Lindal road.
