2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
County Councillor Mrs. Willis pointed out via email that £15,000 had actually been set aside in the next financial year to rectify the flooding by Pennington School. This had been reported in item four of the minutes as being ‘hopefully’ obtained. The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment
On 17th January 2016 the parish suffered a lengthy loss of water supply due to a burst water main at Beckside Farm. District Councillor Mr. Butcher informed the council that he had sent a letter to United Utilities regarding the loss of supply and was disputing the length of time United Utilites reported the water supply was unavailable. Mr. Butcher also met a representative to show them the cause of the flooding by Pennington School. A wall had collapsed onto a drain and would be repaired during drier weather. The water had been cleared from the road.
Mrs. Scrogham reported that the parish Facebook page was now live. Mrs. Johnson kindly offered to attend a Walney Extension Community Fund public event where the distribution of funding would be discussed.

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. The Ulverston Town Lands 

representative had informed the clerk that the land adjoining the youth shelter stone wall where the hole was located was also owned by Ulverston Town Lands and was leased to Mr. Morphet who held exactly the same lease as the parish council. It was pointed out that 3.6 of the leases stated ‘to put and keep the boundary walls, fences, hedges and gates in good repair.’

It was decided that the parish council should write to Mr. Morphet suggesting that the cost of repairing the hole in the wall be shared by both parties. Clerk to compose letter to send to Mr. Morphett.

Road from Horace cross-roads to the old slate road 100yds on left hand side(culvert left open and five foot drop at side of the road).
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Broad Dale (approximately 2 tons of gravel also drain blocked with road flooding to eighteen inches).
Road between Pennington School and Rufus Lane outside Rowe End Farm (very deep pot holes in road).
Flooding to left of entrance to Birkrigg Park. 
High Greaves to Low Greaves (water running freely down road washing gravel with it becoming impassable when freezing). A glass bottle was also being dumped regularly next to the grit bin. The highways hotline number is 0845 609 6609.
