2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish consisted of two failure to stop road traffic collisions involving two vehicles. One resulted in minor damage to a vehicle and one damaged a stone wall. There was one road traffic collision involving two vehicles with minor injury. There was one highways disruption incident due to a cow on the road and one road related incident due to the manner of driving with no trace of the vehicle. There were two concerns for welfare consisting of a drunk male with the second requiring no action. Heightened awareness of scams was still required with concerns remaining regarding the HMRC scam requesting iTunes vouchers to clear the non-payment of tax. PCSO Madden informed the council that parking and access problems were being monitored at the school with further patrols planned. Joint patrols were planned with SLDC enforcement to monitor dog fouling, littering, fly tipping and abandoned vehicles using SLDC stencils in problem areas.. 
5. Parish Council
a)Mr. Nicolaas Fockema’s resignation from the parish council had been received.  It was decided to reallocate the bus shelters & grass cutting duties at full council.
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b)It was decided to arrange to have the bus shelters cleaned. Mr. Stretch to arrange bus shelter cleaning.
c)It was decided that the Ulverston Road telephone box should be cleaned and converted into a book exchange. Clerk to contact the builder to instal bookshelves and Mr. Stretch to arrange cleaning.
6.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b)The Chairman reported that the foliage had been cut back along Rufus Lane by a person wishing to remain anonymous. It was suggested that the councillors visit the footpath for assessment. Mrs. Scrogham offered to take photographs. Mrs. Scrogham to forward photographs to the councillors.
