Minutes of the Pennington Parish Council Meeting held on Monday 10th December 2018 at 7 p.m. in the Pennington Parish Rooms.

2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

PCSO Helen Madden reported via email that the incidents of note in the parish consisted of one missing person who had subsequently been found. There was one public order offence due to the escalation of a driving incident. There were three highway disruptions, two of which were due to flooding and the third due to the presence of a cow on the road.

PCSO Madden informed the council that parking and access problems were being monitored at the school with further patrols planned. Joint patrols were planned with SLDC enforcement to monitor dog fouling, littering, fly tipping and abandoned vehicles using SLDC stencils in problem areas. The continued use of the laser speed gun was planned for Main Road and Carley Lane. Cumbria Police and Trading Standards were reminding residents to be vigilant purchasing goods on-line and, in particular, being aware of scam sites.
Mr. Stretch was approached by a resident requesting permission to trim the trees on the Swarthmoor allotment boundary in such a way that they would form a hedge. This was approved. Mr. Stretch to convey the decision to the resident. Mr. Stretch also reported that the Main Road pavement past Park Road towards Croftlands was covered in mud due to farm vehicles accessing the field with pedestrians being forced to walk on the road. 
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A resident very kindly donated £20 to the parish council. He also raised the issue of the broken seat at Beckside and the plaque attached to the seat stating it was donated by the Women’s Institute on the occasion of the coronation of Queen Elizabeth II. As the seat was beyond repair and was situated in a dangerous position on the junction, the possibility of re-siting the plaque onto the seat in Loppergarth Playgound or the seat by the war memorial was considered. Mrs. Scrogham to discuss the possibility of siting the plaque in Loppergarth Playground with the Loppergarth Community Group. Potholes were also reported on the Loppergarth to Lindal road. The resident’s attention was drawn to the Community Chat magazine which detailed the reporting of highways problems. He was also directed to the Highways Integrated Management System and was advised to ask as many people as possible to report the fault to increase the chance of it being repaired. The resident also requested a progress report on the container situated at Cowran Farm and the lack of screening as stipulated in the planning application. District Council Mr. Butcher had contacted the planning department who were due to make a visit to assess the site. District Councillor Andrew Butcher to continue to contact the planning department. Mrs. Thompson reported via email that she attended the Cumbria Coastal Strategy Open Day at Barrow Library. There were plans for flood prevention work on the Coast Road from Bardsea to Aldingham and along to Rampside. Parish councils had been invited to comment on the proposed plans. 
5.  Highways
Following the previous meeting, County Councillor Mrs. Willis forwarded the email from the resident questioning the parish council’s contribution to the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout consultation. 

The parish council liaised with Highways England to find a suitable venue for the consultation, met with Highways England representatives to assess the Memorial Hall and provide the associated required equipment. To enable the highest possible resident attendance, the parish council ensured the information from Highways England regarding the meeting on the 20th September 2018 was forwarded to the Community Chat editors to meet the deadline for circulation of the magazine prior to the consultation meeting. Parish councillors also delivered some of the 850 copies to all corners of the parish. The meeting was advertised on the Pennington Parish Council, Swarthmoor and Pennington Memories, and the Loppergarth Community Facebook pages. Reminders were also posted.
Parish councillors attended the consultation meeting and discussed at length the plans with Highways England making their opinions very clear. The associated comment forms were also completed. The group working on the Community Led Plan also collated and summarised the three hundred and five completed questionnaires.  The answers to questions four of the Community Led Plan, the proposal for a new roundabout at Swarthmoor, and question five, speeding in the parish, were presented to Highways England. This also highlighted that residents at Cross-a-Moor and the vicinity should be involved in talks concerning the roundabout, the development and the plans involving residents in the area.
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Question 8c of the Community Led Plan asked ‘Would you be willing to offer skills, talents and experience to support community-led initiatives’. This would have included the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout where associated expertise from residents would be wleome. No offers of assistance have been received.

6.  Community Led Plan

A meeting was held to devise an action plan from the Community Led Plan results. Mrs. Scrogham is to obtain a quotation for the cost of printing the plan prior to distribution to the parish residents. Mrs. Scrogham to obtain quotation.
7.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b)The Chairman had written to the owners of the bungalow at the Swarthmoor entrance to the Rufus Lane Bridleway requesting permission for any necessary work for the bridleway improvement to be carried out on what was believed to be their land. 

8.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received. 
9.  Parish Council

a)Mrs. Scrogham had resumed the maintenance of the parish council website. Following a refresher training session, Mrs. Scrogham had updated the website with appropriate articles of interest.
b) None of the emails received required action.
         10.  Standing Orders
Mrs. Scrogham proposed a resolution to adopt the amended National Association of Local Councils Model Standing Orders 2018(England). It was seconded by Mr. Stretch and carried unanimously.

         11.  CALC Meeting

Both Mrs. Thompson and Mrs. Scrogham attended the CALC meeting where information was shared on the development of an 'agreement for lengthsmen across the parishes'. The highways team are consulting with CALC and partners to deliver a set of agreements and develop a presentation by the New Year. Local Area Partnership meetings are no longer being supported by SLDC.
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Integrated Care Community was explained with the possibility of presentations at future parish council meetings.
         12.  Sunnyside & Parish Rooms

Mr. Stretch had discussed the rewiring problem with the Sunnyside tenant. Mr. Stretch had found an electrician willing to provide a quotation with the property in its present condition. He requested permission for the tenant to store some of his possessions under the stairs in the Parish Rooms during rewiring to make room in Sunnyside for the work to be carried out. Assurance was given that everything would be removed from the Parish Rooms on completion of the work. The storage of the tenant’s possessions in the Parish Rooms was approved but would not be insured by the Parish Rooms contents insurance. It was decided that the Sunnyside tenancy would be renewed for three months instead of twelve months to allow for a review of the progress with the necessary rewiring of the property.
