2.   Minutes of Previous Meeting 
The minutes were approved and signed.
3.    Declaration of Councillor Interests

Mrs. Thompson declared an interest in Rufus Lane.
4.    Public Participation by Question & Comment

A member of the public requested the wood be removed from the broken seat at Beckside. He also stated that he was reassured by the information regarding the photographs taken by drone to appear in the Community Led Plan Document.

Mrs. Scrogham informed the council that she had received communication from the family of the company who manufactured the chasis for funeral bier who were trying to gather further relevant historical information regarding the product. An invitation was extended to visit the Parish Church where the Pennington Parish bier is housed.
Mrs. Scrogham also remarked that the Kirkby Wind Farm appeal had been successful despite not securing the support of the local community as stated in the planning guidance.

5.  Highways
County Councillor Mrs. Willis communicated via email that there was nothing to report on the proposed Cross-a-Moor roundabout. 
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6.  Community Led Plan

Mrs. Thompson reported that the final draft of the Community Led Plan document was complete minus the photographs. Feedback from ACTion for Cumbria had been obtained prior to producing a black and white copy for parish council approval. 
7.  Swarthmoor 

a)The Swarthmoor playground report had been received. 
b)Work on the Rufus Lane Bridleway improvement was complete. However, the facility was being blighted by dog faeces. Relevant posters had been displayed in the area targeting the dog owner(s) not cleaning up after their dogs.
c) County Councillor Mrs. Willis had contacted SLDC again regarding the overgrown trees at the Trinkeld Park Estate entrance.
d)The council thanked Mr. Thompson for very kindly removing the excessive amount of rubbish from behind the bus stop on Ulverston Road on the Ulverston side. The cladding had been installed on the Ulverston Road bus stop on the Barrow-in-Furness side. An estimate had been obtained to paint four bus stops at a cost of £240 each and this was approved.

e)A complaint had been received from residents in Main Road regarding the back street being used as a thoroughfare by vehicles. The road is not adopted and the councillors concluded that there would be no objection to the installation of signage provided any permission required was obtained from the relevant authority.
8.   Loppergarth

a)The Loppergarth playground report had been received
b)The clerk reported that she was still trying to obtain a quotation to repair the pothole in Loppergarth Car Park.
9.  Parish Council

a)An email had been received regarding the Bay Health and Care Partners Five Year Strategy 2020-2025. Mrs. Thompson suggested that the details to obtain information on this subject should be added to the parish council website and Facebook page. This was agreed. Mrs. Scrogham to add the details to the parish council website and Facebook page.
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b) All councillors had received copies of the National Association of Local Council’s Financial Regulations 2019.The following resolution to adopt this as the parish council’s financial regulations document was proposed by Mrs Scrogham and seconded by Mr. Stretch:-

That Pennington Parish Council adopts the National Association of Local Council’s Financial Regulations 2019 in place of the existing financial regulations with effect from 9th September 2019. The resolution was carried unanimously.
10.   Cross-a-Moor War Memorial
Mrs. Thompson was due to attend the next Pennington Memorial Hall committee meeting. She believed that the Cross-a-Moor War Memorial was opened on 9th October 1920 and that small grants could possibly be obtained to fund the commemoration. This was approved and it was suggested that the school could be involved in the celebration. Mrs. Thompson to investigate grant availability.
A resident mentioned that the seat near the war memorial required attention.
         11.  VE Day 2020

         An email had been received with information on celebrations to commemorate the  

         75th anniversary of VE Day 8th-10th May 2020. It was decided that the parish council
         would concentrate on the Cross-a-Moor War Memorial centenary.

         The meeting was adjourned during which time Mr. Stretch and Mrs. Thompson 

         attended Sunnyside for the annual appraisal and reported the tenant had no issues to 

         report.
